In styles are default styles for paper title, author's name, address, annotation, three levels of headings, normal text, bullets, literature heading and bibliography. Please follow these styles, we had to intervene submissions received at least, thus preventing disruption allowances when printing proceedings.

· Heading 3 (13, bold, Arial);
· Normal (13, simple, Arial, justified alignment);

1.1 References and bibliography
Please don’t divide the text for more than three hierarchical levels. At the end of the paper you have to include bibliography. In the text, cite the literature in square brackets [1]. Literature sort according to citation order in text, not alphabetically. For "Bibliography" heading is pre-set style (13, bold, Arial, left alignment) and style is pre-set for own bibliography (12 simple, Arial, left alignment, numbering from one in brackets with offset 0,5 and 1,5).

First paragraph after the heading is without a tabulator rebound, next paragraphs are also without rebound. Please also maintain margins 2.5 cm on all sides of the page.

1.1.1 Figures and tables
Place figures and tables into the text as necessary. Figure captions insert under the figure, tables captions above the table. Align pictures on the centre, align tables to the left.
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Figure 1 – Figure name (Arial 12, itallic)

Table 1 – Table name (Arial 12, itallic)
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In the text then refer to the figure by "Figure 1 shows ..." and similarly to the table by "Particular values ​​are listed in Table 1"

Please note the fact that proceedings will be printed in A5 format and will decrease all text, images and tables. For reasons of good readability please do not use a smaller font size than the default and recommended styles. Also take into account that images will be printed only in black and white. For this reason, we recommend primarily use black and white images.

1.1.2 Equations
If equations are part of the contribution, use the following pattern. All equations should be numbered in parentheses on the right side of the equation. To quote the equation in the text use only marking (1) or "equation (1)." Only at the beginning of sentences we recommend to use "Equation (1) describes the relationship ..."
